In the town’s Master Plan the resid ents of Jaffrey concurred
overwhelm ingly that one of the m ost im p ortant factors to our
quality of life is the preservation of op en space and the
protection of our rural character.  Whether you are a hiker,
hunter, kayaker, snow m ob iler, m ountain b iker, or sim p ly
som eone who loves the outd oors, the preservation of our town’s

character requires oversight, p lanning and an active focus on
protecting the p laces and spaces that m ake Jaffrey a d esirab le
p lace to live and to visit. Our quality of life and our econom ic
vitality d ep end on the protection and steward ship of our
environm ent. Also, the Jaffrey Conservation Com m ission works
closely with our zoning and p lanning b oard s to m ake sure that

these interests are always consid ered when p lanning for our
future.  We are b lessed to have a m agnificent state park within
the b ord ers of our town (Monad noc k State Park), and we also
have several prop erties that we m anage for the recreational
b enefit of the p eop le of Jaffrey (Children’s Wood s and the
Cheshire Pond Conservation Area).

Why is conservation important to the people of Jaffrey? The issues we face
In 2009 voters at the annual T own Meeting voted to create a
Land Acquisition Cap ital Reserve Fund. In com b ination with
L U CT  (Land U se Change T ax) revenue, as well as private
d onations, this fund will enab le the Conservation Com m ission
to purchase and secure land for future conservation and assist
land owners in p lacing easem ents on their land.  T here are

two fund s which sup p ort the Conservation Com m ission: the
Conservation Fund and the Conservation Sup p ort Fund (which
sup p orts local organizations d oing im p ortant conservation
work).  T he Conservation Com m ission receives m od est
sup p ort from  the town and relies prim arily on L U CT  revenues
and your d onations.

Improving quality of life for all of Jaffrey
T he Conservation Com m ission m anages prop erties, sp onsors sp eaking events
for things as d iverse as Black Bear hab its to Invasive Sp ecies m anagem ent.
We also participate in RiverFest and other local events. Finally, we work
closely with organizations such as the Monad nock Conservancy to acquire
and m anage easem ents and other protected land s. In Jaffrey, it is a m ajor
com p onent of the town's Master Plan.

Mission
T he Jaffrey Conservation Com m ission was estab lished in
ac cordance with Revised Statutes Annotated (RSA) 36-A for
the prop er use and protection of Jaffrey's natural resources
and watershed resources. T he Com m ission provid es a focal
p oint within the town and T ow n governm ent for
environm ental concerns. T he Com m ission m ay advise the

Planning Board and other local b od ies on conservation
m atters. T he Com m ission m ay act m ore d irectly to protect
natural resources, by acquiring land, either outright or
through easem ents, with the ap proval of the Selectm en. T he
Com m ission m ay then m anage these conservation areas. T he
Com m ission also m anages d esignated T ow n forests.
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
